Focuses 

 
1. Senior Pastor-Pray that he remains God focused and love his people through the Word. Also 

provide focus and encouragement to the Intercessory Prayer ministry so that God’s power may 
manifest in all areas of FCC; with the goal of bringing people to Christ and increasing 
discipleship.  Acts 20:28, Jeremiah 3:15 
 

2. FCC Children and Young Adults-Pray for children of all ages and genders. Pray for the wisdom 
of the Youth Pastor, workers, and volunteers, that they will be sensitive to the Holy Spirit and 
assist in raising true disciples for Christ from a young age through young adulthood. Fervent 
prayer for our children who are school aged and will be returning to bus stops, walking to 
school, driving cars, and taking public transportation. Pray for school administrators, teachers, 
support staff, bus drivers, safety and security guards and others involved in the care of our 
children. Pray that NO child will go to school hungry or improperly dressed Pray God’s 
intervention in reaching children and young adults in underserved neighborhoods and 
households. Proverbs 22:6, Ephesians 6:1-4, Isaiah 54:13 
 

3. Staff Pastors-Pray that they remain constant in assisting the Senior Pastor and assisting in all 
areas of FCC. Anticipate the needs of the members of FCC and watch for adverse issues in 
the church body. Remaining spiritual in prayer and supplication for the entire church body and 
the needs of God’s people, albeit saved or unsaved. John 13:13-17, 1 Peter 5:1-11 

 
4. FCC Ministry (Servant) Leaders-Pray that each leader remains sensitive to the needs of each 

person under their leadership and identify the plans and focus of the Senior Pastor in 
relationship to who they serve; and the church body who fall under their groups’ leadership. Be 
attentive to the spiritual aspects of your team over which the Senior Pastor and God have 
given you leadership. Philippians 2:3, Luke 14:48, Romans 12:3-8 

 
5. FCC Ministers-Pray that each minister is focused on FCC initiatives and the leadership of the 

Senior and Staff pastors. Support the need of FCC members and support community activities 
and identified political needs of Little Rock and surrounding areas. Pray for families, and 
relationships in the ministry, that they may be nurtured according to the word of God. Mark 
10:43-45, Titus 2:7, Ephesians 4:11-13  
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6. FCC Members-Pray that members will remain diligent in the support of the ministry in 

attendance, tithes and offerings and will support the creativity and spirituality of FCC and the 
Senior Pastor. Pray for the removal and destruction of spiritual strongholds. Pray for marriages 
and relationships in all aspects of life (husbands and wives, children, friendships, courtships). 
Romans 2:7-8  

 
7. Community (Saved and Unsaved)-Pray for the communities of Little Rock and surrounding 

areas that they may come into the knowledge of Christ, and that we serve as genuine 
examples in every FCC ministry. Promote the love of Christ through continual prayer, 
stewardship, praise, and exhortation. 1 John 1:3  
 

8. Political Leaders (Local, State, National)-Pray that God increases the relationship of political 
leaders with Him, through the unction of the Holy Spirit. Pray that these leaders will make 
sound decisions based on love, purity, and the character of God. Pray that Christian people 
will promote the election of spiritual leaders in future bids for President and other leaders at the 
local, state, and national levels. 1 Timothy 2:1-2  

 
9. Pastors and other Religious Leaders (Local, State and National)-Pray that pastors and 

religious leaders look to God as the author and finisher of their faith. Pray that church leaders 
ask God for guidance in leadership of His people. Pray that leaders train and encourage each 
other in the Lord and be obedient to the Holy Spirit. Pray that leaders encourage the people to 
live according to God’s riches in glory which promotes peace and prosperity. Ephesians 4:11-
12, Jeremiah 22:22, Jeremiah 2:18  

 
10. Homeless and Displaced Individuals-Pray that homeless individuals and families are shown 

mercy by the church and community leaders in accordance with the word of God. Pray that the 
leaders in our communities be the cornerstone for homeless programs and children and 
families who are less fortunate. Pray that God gives Pastors and community leaders the ability 
to advocate for the less fortunate. Proverbs 29:7  
 

11. Holy Ghost Power at FCC-Pray for the Power of The Holy Spirit to be evidenced in the life of 
the people and the Church. Visitors and members will want to be a part of the FCC 
congregation; seeking to be saved, baptized, and pursuing the work of God. Encouraging non-
believers to join the fellowship of Christ. 2 Chronicles 7:14, Hebrews 6:10  
 

12.  Expansion of FCC-Pray for the expansion of our local church; Spiritually, Numerically, and 
Financially. Pray that God will send members and resources to expand the FCC ministry in all 
areas. Praying that we go deeper in the love of God’s people, so that they may seek to 
assemble with like saints and encourage family and friends to do likewise. Matthew 28:19-20 
and Isaiah 43:10  
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
